The Five “R’s”
1. RULES: We have rules at ASFG so that we all know how to treat other people and what kind of behavior to expect from others. If everyone learns the rules and follows them, this will be a very safe and happy place. (See ASFG student handbook.)
· Always ask permission if you need to leave the classroom.
· English is the official language in the class
· Food is not allowed
· Use proper language always.
2. ROUTINES: Routines are something like rules except that they are day-to-day things that we should learn to do automatically and then not think about them too much. They make life easier for everyone. They include things like: 
· Be on time for class.
· Sit down and be ready to start as soon as the bell rings.
· Have necessary materials at all times.
· Get out notebooks, textbook, calculator, and other materials without wasting time.
· Do not disturb other people.
3. RIGHTS: Everyone has rights and our society depends on everyone making an effort to respect the rights of others. You have the right to
· Learn in a quiet and supportive classroom; everyone else in the class should respect your right to a good learning environment.
· Ask any questions you have.
· Ask for extra help
· Enjoy the classroom, hallways, and facilities at ASFG without the fear of being bullied or bothered by others.
4. RESPONSABILITIES: It is by meeting our responsibilities that we earn and preserve our rights. You have the responsibility to:
· Attend all classes and do all homework assigned.
· Recognize the rights of others to learn at their own pace.
· Seek extra help when necessary
· To come to class prepared; homework finished and/or questions to ask. 
· Act as a competent student with a good attitude towards math.
5. RESPECT:

· For others: We must recognize that everyone has rights. We must respect the rights of others and at the same time expect that others will respect our rights.
· Do not interrupt when the teacher or another class member is speaking.
· Listen at all times so the teacher does not have to repeat the same instructions several times.
· Do not write on other student’s materials
· For the environment: We live in a small world that cannot be healthy unless we make an active effort to see that each one of us is part of the solution and not part of the problem.
· Keep your desk and space around you tidy. We all have to live in this small space, let’s keep it neat.
· Do not write on desks or walls.
· For ourselves: We show respect for ourselves by striving always to be the best that we can be. A student’s work and achievements should be the result of his/her own efforts. Students should pursue their education with honesty and integrity. (See ASFG student handbook on intellectual integrity.)
